MCAC is pleased to announce an open enrollment period for all eligible Upper 
Peninsula adults to receive health care through the Adult Medical Program (AMP). The 
open enrollment period begins December 1, 2007. It has been 14 months since 
enroliment was last allowed. 

Eligibility for the AMP is deter ined by completing a Department of Human Services 
(DHS) app~ication for Medical Assistance at 234 \N. Baraga, Marquette. 

AMP eiigible patients are Adults without Dependent Children with an approximate 
rTlonthly income of $0-294 for an individual and $0-404 for two person households after 
deducting $200 from the gross earnings and subtracting 20% from the adjusted gross. 
Before applying the DHS income formula an individual can earn approximately $567 
and a rNa person household can earn $705. Cash, investment, retirement plans and 
tnwt assets must be less than $3,000. Child support payments paid by the applicant 
are subtracted from the income. 

You will need to provide proof of re idency, age and 30 days income when submitting 
your application. !f you cur ently n;ceive other benefits through DHS you should contact 
your casev'/orker to update your existing application. 

AMP coverage includes physician, outpatient t1ospitalization, pharmaceuticals, 
iab/rad!ology, medical supplies a d rnbulance services. 

The Adult Medical Program is funded through the State Children's Health Insurance 
Program (SCHIP) program and i authorized to provide medical assistance to adults 
through a federally appr ved Adult enefits Waiver and is a joint partnership between 
Medical Care ,A,ccess Coafition (MCP,C) and the State of Mich!gan's Department of 
Community Health (MDCH) in the Upper Peninsula.
