
TWO BRASS RINGS, SO FAR
 

Like the old-fashioned carrousel ride, every now and then
 
a brass ring is hanging out from the side, and if you are
 
lucky or good, you can reach out far enough and grab it.
 
We've been successful in two of the last three grabs.
 
We're working on a different approach for the one grab
 

we missed.
 

The Road Commission projects to have the road repair
 
finished in North and South Republic by deer season.
 
That was a $240,000 infrastructure grant for work that
 
was badly needed, and will resolve quite a few problems
 

in the affected areas.
 

Our second brass ring has not been publically announced,
 
yet, but is fairly well acknowledged throughout the com­

munity. We have received a $1 ,000,000 grant and a
 
$970,000 loan from Rural Development to rebuild the
 
water infrastructure from the water tank, to North Re­

public, and replace the aged water lines in North Repub­

lic.
 

To get the grant portion, RD calculates the average per
 
month that each user should pay, based on the average
 
community income, and deducts a 40 year accumulated
 
total of all of those amounts from the amount needed to
 
do the project. The grant covers the remainder. Any in­

crease in money from the township results in a decrease
 
in the grant amount from RD, so we can't get another
 
grant to cover the Township's loan portion. There is no
 
way the few users of the water system could afford to
 
pay for these system upgrades, and grants of this type are
 

the only ones that are available.
 

The water transmission lines from the water tank are
 

transite sand cast pipe, which is extremely fragile and
 
shatters easily. In many places in the mine property
 
those fragile pipes are buried 25' or more below the
 
surface, covered with mine rock. The owner of the mine
 
has graciously offered us a new, shorter, Right of Way
 
through the mine, that will take the new line out of any
 
potential work area. Mr. Crimmin's recommendation
 
path will provide easier installation, and allow us to do
 

additional line installation with the potential savings.
 

To coordinate the two grants, UPEA is working with the
 
Road Commission to have service tubes installed under
 
several points in their project. That will allow new ser­

vice lines to be slid under the new blacktop that will be
 
laid. We also want to have the section of the new water
 
main installed under the repaired road. Between these
 
two actions, the work being done by MCRCwili not
 

have to be touched during the next construction.
 

One "downer" in the water line grant is, RD will not let
 
us pave the entire road surface, if the service line is un­

der one lane. Only the side of the road receiving the
 

new line can be paved.
 

The surveying and plan preparation is ongoing, with the
 
documents expected to be sent to RD for approval,
 
sometime in January. Bids are expected to be let in late
 
spring, with construction starting as soon as possible
 

after the bids are awarded.
 

The engineering firm expects this project to really
 
tighten up the leaky system, so we won't have to pump
 
as much water, and eventually lower the cost to run the
 

system.
 

WATER FILTER 
Our new service contract with Roberts Filter paid off last 
week, when a routine inspection of the filter by-a Roberts 
Filter specialist found a primary valve preparing "to fail. The 
$5,000 valve was repaired with a $1.000 kit by the repair­
man, saving us a repair visit that would have cost us far 
more. The filter is now checked out, readjusted where nec­

essary, and operating smoothly.

CEMETERY ROAD 
The latest section of cemetery road to be rebuilt is completed and open to the public for normal traffic. Using the 
same methods as previously, the road was excavated to a depth of two feet, good road gravel was backfilled into the 
road bed, and a cap of crushed gravel for smoothness was installed. Over the next few years, this process will be used 
on the remainder of the road, in sections. When the road is repaved in the future, we will not have to worry about 

frost destroying the road, as it did in the past.
